	Project overview
	The World Indigenous Cancer Conference 2024 (WICC) is the third iteration of a WICC, to be presented in March 2024 and for the first time – hosted by the VCCC Alliance.
The conference is timely and will draw on a groundswell of interest and activity including development of a national Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander cancer strategy, the Australian Cancer Plan, and the Voice Referendum. At the State level it aligns with the Victorian Aboriginal Cancer Journey strategy and the First People’s Assembly of Victoria.
Our objectives for the conference are:
· To share global knowledge that touches on each element of the conference theme:
· Process- implementation of work 
· Progress- policy development/service change
· Power- governance/decision-making capacity/self-determination 

· To continue to allow connection, and build the community of researchers/health professionals in driving equitable cancer care outcomes for Indigenous peoples.
Approximately 500 delegates are expected to attend.
